1. Pouzay
The Notre-Dame Church, rebuilt in the 19th century, houses a square bell tower
with twin bays dating from the 12th century. It is topped with a hexagonal stone
spire from the 15th century.
2. Parcay-sur-Vienne boat launch
After passing "La Musse," a former fishing village, you will discover the boat
launch of Parcay-sur-Vienne on the left bank, where you can take a break.
3. Crouzilles
Work undertaken on the chevet of the Notre Dame Church (12th and 13th
centuries) has unearthed Merovingian sarcophagi.

The bridges, emblems of the town, are the reason for the union in 1832 of the
communes of Saint-Gilles (to the north) and Saint-Maurice (to the south). The
Saint-Maurice district houses one of the oldest Romanesque buildings in France:
the Saint-Léonard Priory, built around 1067. Nearby, the former station houses
the Museum of Local Traditions.
